On Thursday 28 October 2021, the belongings of Kathleen Riethmuller i aged
281 were located inside a backpack by a member of the public on Centennial
Avenue at Lane Cove.

Officers from North Shore Police Area Command were notified and commenced
an investigation into her whereabouts.

Inquiries have revealed Kathleen attended a retail store on Reserve Road,
Artarmon, about 11.40am on Thursday 28 October 2021, before she was



sighted again at 2.30pm the same day in North Sydney, wearing a long sleeve
denim dress and black flat shoes.

Police believe Kathleen may have travelled to Melbourne.

As inquiries into Kathleends disappea
appeal to the community to come forward with any information that may assist
detectives with ongoing investigations.

Missing Persons Week is an annual national campaign to raise awareness of
the issues and impacts surrounding missing persons and runs between Sunday
31 July and Saturday 6 August 2022.

If you have been reported as missing it means that someone is concerned
about your safety and welfare. It is not a crime to go missing. You should attend
the nearest police station with identification so that Police can ascertain that you
are safe and well.

30 July, from Australian Federal Police

The Australian Federal Police has charged a Melbourne man, 24, with creating
a global spyware tool purchased by domestic violence perpetrators and other
criminals.

What you should know:

w4 The man was 15 years old when he allegedly created spyware known as the
Remote Access Trojan (RAT). Once the
computer, users could control it and steal personal information or spy on them
by turning on webcams and microphones.

wslt will be alleged the Frankston man sold the spyware to more than 14,500
individuals across 128 countries. It cost about AUD$35 (US$25) and it will be
alleged the man made between $300,000 and $400,000 from sales.

wsIn a world first for any law enforcement agency, the AFP was able to identify
the alleged Australian offenders who bought the RAT, and the Australian

victims who were targeted.



wsThere were 201 individuals in Australia who bought the RAT. Of those we will
allege 14 were respondents to domestic violence orders and one was listed on

the Child Sex Offender Register.

wiThe man has been charged with multiple offences, including two counts of
supplying data with intent to commit a computer offence. The maximum penalty
for the combined offences is 20 years
wdIf infected with the malware, you should disconnect your device from the
network; install security software from a trustworthy source; run a full scan of

your device using that software; change the passwords for your online

accounts, check your banking activity and report anything unusual to your bank.

Transport for NSW | July 2022

Unprecedented ongoing rainfall this year has
led to eight slippage sites along Galston Road
between Hornsby Heights and Galston.

In May 2022, we advised that Galston Road will
be reclosing to complete further remediation
works at slippage site 3.

These works are now scheduled to be carried
out from Monday 8 August, taking up to two
months to complete, weather permitting.

Works to be completed

We will be carrying out remediation of slippage
site 3, this will involve stabilisation of the
existing dry-stone retaining wall.

The stabilisation work will strengthen the
retaining wall and is a preventative measure to
reduce the chances of road closures in the
future.

ConnectSydney will be utilising the closure of
Galston Gorge to carry out additional routine
maintenance to reduce the impact on the
community.

Works completed to date

We have r d seven sites. This
has included the removal of approximately
1,600 tonnes of rock from the slopes including
some large boulders, the installation of rock
bolts and application of shotcrete to stabilise
rock faces, the scaling of slope surfaces and
completion of drainage improvements.

Ongoing monitoring of slopes

Our teams have been carrying out significant
monitoring and investigations of the slopes.

Rain gauges have been fixed into the slopes of
the slippage sites to monitor the amount of
water and alert the project team during
ongoing weather events. This allows us to act
quickly in the advent of potential future
emergency situations.

How will our affect you?

Large machinery is required, and workers will
be placed in a high-risk zone, so a partial
opening of the road during this phase of the
work is not possible for safety reasons.

Traffic changes

There will be a full road closure of Galston
Road between Hornsby Heights and Galston
from 8 August 2022 for a period of up to two
months to ensure the work zone is safe for our
workers.

Our work will be weather dependent, and
detours will be in place throughout the closure.
Visual messaging signage will show detours
and any changed conditions.

Please allow extra time for travel and follow
the direction of signage and keep to speed
limits.
